The district's ASES and 21st CCLC program(s) shall be operated in accordance with the 
following: 

 
Defini&ons 
 
Expanded learning opportuni0es means before school, a/er school, summer, vaca2on, and/or 
intersessional learning programs that focus on developing the academic, social, emo2onal, and 
physical needs and interests of students through hands-on, engaging learning experiences. 
Expanded learning opportuni2es does not mean an extension of instruc2onal 2me, but rather, 
opportuni2es to engage students in enrichment, play, nutri2on, and other developmentally 
appropriate ac2vi2es.  (Educa2on Code 8482.1, 46120) 
 
Offer access, with regard to an Expanded Learning Opportuni2es (ELO) program, means to recruit, 
adver2se, publicize, or solicit through culturally and linguis2cally effec2ve and appropriate 
communica2on channels. (Educa2on Code 46120) 
 
Provide access, with regard to an ELO program, means to register or enroll a student in an ELO 
program. (Educa2on Code 46120) 
 
Unduplicated student means a student enrolled in a district who is either classified as an English 
learner, eligible for a free or reduced-price meal, or is a foster youth.  (Educa2on Code 42238.02, 
46120) 
 
Grades TK-9 
 
The district's A/er School Educa2on and Safety (ASES) program or 21st Century Community 
Learning Center (21st CCLC) program shall serve students in any of grades TK-9 as the district 
may determine based on local needs.  (Educa2on Code 8482.3, 8484.7, 8484.75, 8484.8) 
 
The district's 21st CCLC program shall primarily serve students in Title I schoolwide 



programs.  (Educa2on Code 8484.8; 20 USC 7173) 
 
The district's ELO program shall serve students in grades TK-6. (Educa2on Code 46120) 
 
For the 2022-23 school year, the district shall offer access to ELO programs to all unduplicated 
students in grades TK-6 and provide access to such programs to at least 50 percent of enrolled 
unduplicated students.  (Educa2on Code 46120) 
 
Commencing with the 2023-24 school year, the district shall offer access to the ELO program to 
all classroom-based students in grades TK-6. The district shall provide access to any student 
whose parent/guardian requests placement in an ELO program.

The program shall include an educa2onal enrichment element which may 
include, but is not limited to, fine arts, career technical educa2on, recrea2on, 
technology, physical fitness, and preven2on ac2vi2es.  (Educa2on Code  8482.3), 
8484.75, 46120) 

(cf. 5131.6 - Alcohol and Other Drugs)

2. 2. Nutri2on  

a. a. If snacksSnacks or meals are made available in the program, they shall conform 
to nutri2on standards specified in Educa2on Code  49430-49434  or 42

USC  1766-1766a; 7 CFR 226.17) 
  



b. b. The district's before-school program shall offer a breakfast meal as described in 
Educa2on Code  49553  for all program par2cipants.

Such transfer of 
services shall occur only if the school to which the program will be transferred 
agrees to receive students from the transferring school and has an exis2ng grant 
of the same type as the transferring school, or does not have a 10-percent lower 
percentage of students eligible for free or reduced-price meals than the 
transferring school.

b. b. All program staff and volunteers shall be subject to the health screening and 
fingerprint clearance requirements in law and Board policy.

a. a. A before-school program shall not operate for less than one and one-half hours 
per regular school day.

b. b. An a/er-school program shall begin immediately upon the conclusion of the 
regular school day and shall operate a minimum of 15 hours per week and at least 
un2l 6 p.m. on every regular school day.

c. An ELO program shall provide in-person before or a/er school expanded learning 
opportuni2es that, when added to daily instruc2onal minutes, shall not be less 
than nine hours of combined instruc2onal 2me and expanded learning 
opportuni2es per instruc2onal day.

6. Admissions 

a. a. Every student aaending a school opera2ng a program is eligible to par2cipate in 
the program, subject to program capacity.

v. (5) A wai2ng list shall be established to accommodate addi2onal students 
if space becomes available. 
  

7. 7. Aaendance/Early Release 

a. a. Each student admiaed into a district program shall be expected to aaend the 
full number of hours that the program is in opera2on every day that he/she 
participates.the student par2cipates. An ELO program offered pursuant to 
Educa2on Code 46120 does not have an aaendance requirement, but the district 
may track student aaendance for safety and con2nuous quality improvement 
purposes. 
  

b. b. When necessary, a student's parent/guardian may request, in wri2ng, that the 
Superintendent or designee approve the reasonable late daily arrival of his/her 
child for the before-school program or the reasonable early daily release of 
his/her child from the a/er-school program. The Superintendent or designee 



shall not approve such a request if the student would be aaending less than one-
half of the daily program hours. 
 
 

8. 8. Summer/Intersession/Vaca2on Programs 

a. A before-school program opera2ng during summer, intersession, and/or vaca2on 
days shall be offered for a minimum of two hours per day. An a/er-school program 
offered during summer, intersession, and/or vaca2on days may be operated for 
either three hours or six hours per day in accordance with Educa2on 
Code  8483.76. When both before-school and a/er-school programs are offered 
for the same students on such days, they shall be operated for a minimum of four 
and one-half hours per day.

b. b. A program offered during summer, intersession, and/or vaca2on periods may 
open eligibility to every student aaending a school in the district, with priority for 
enrollment given to students enrolled in the school that received the 
grant.

v. (5) Service learning 
  

vi. (6) Arts 
  

vii. (7) Computer and technology training 
  

viii. (8) Physical fitness 
  

ix. (9) Recrea2on ac2vi2es 
 
 

(cf. 6142.4 - Service Learning/Community Service Classes) 

c. c. The program shall include a nutri2onal snack and/or meal and a physical ac2vity 
element.  (Educa2on Code  8423) 
  

d. d. The program shall provide for access to, and availability of, computers and 
technology.

e. e. The Superintendent or designee shall assess students' preferences for program 
ac2vi2es.
