An initial decline
occured in 2018-19 to what we believed was due to limiting the intra-district transfers due to being
over capacity in one high school. With the continued expansion on new housing within district
boundaries, as well as opening the intra-district transfers back up with the addition of 10 new
classrooms at the same highschool, it was expected that this growth would come back in 2019-20.
Howev er, enroliment and ADA did not materialize and were updated at 1st Interim in 2019-20 to reflect

the decline in both areas.
